What is the Professional PLM Initiative?

The Professional PLM Initiative is a collaborative, industry-wide movement to establish PLM as a profession.
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Creating a well-structured, international profession for PLM will resolve many of the skills, career development and recognition issues currently faced by PLM practitioners.
Recent developments such as the ‘Digital World’ and IoT are also drawing attention away from PLM as a discipline, which may impact the future adoption of PLM within engineering and manufacturing companies.

The Professional PLM Initiative has been running since September 2017.  Its aim is to establish a single, global Professional Body for PLM by the end of 2020.

Role of the Steering Group

The Steering Group provides an independent, balanced, high-level viewpoint that represents the voice of the PLM industry around the globe.  Consisting of senior PLM practitioners from leading PLM user and supplier companies, it provides guidance and oversight to the whole Initiative.
Steering Group participation funds the core 2019 plan, and its bi-monthly meetings set the targets that drive the overall Initiative progress.  The collective knowledge and experience of its members maintains its direction.

Furthermore, it is likely that some kind of new industry body will need to be formed to manage and represent the PLM Profession into the future.  A broadly-based Steering Group will be needed to define how that should be set up.

Forming the Steering Group

The Steering Group needs a minimum of 5 members to launch.  The hardest part is to get ‘Founder Members’ who will join at the outset.  Every potential member needs to know who else may be on the Steering Group before they decide.  This Form enables you to register an ‘Interest in Principle’ in joining so that you can be part of this networking.  
There is no direct commitment from returning this Form.  The PLM Interest Group will collate the Forms and manage the introduction process.  Potential members can then sign off their internal approval, and when the quorum is established, the Steering Group will officially be formed.
